&= e 3509 butter or baking margarine
e 2 generous table spoons of golden syrup
e 175g light muscovado sugar or soft brown sugar
e 1 tsp of vanilla extract
e 75¢ plain flour
e 3759 oats

Method:

e Preheat oven to 1800C

& e Grease and line a swiss roll tin.

,,, e Place butter, syrup, sugar and vanilla extract in a biggish saucepan.

A e Heat gently on a low heat and allow butter and sugar to melt. Once the mixture is smooth,
take the pan off the heat and stir in the flour and oats. =
