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How do we know that Jesus rose
from the dead and is alive?

S e The next player puts down number 2 cards, the next player 3 and so on.
=2 e Keep going up the numbers until you reach the king card, and start with 'ace' again.
=Y e The winner is the person who gets rid of all their cards.
