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‘Laser' game
You will need:
e About 10 metres of wool or string
e Starting point and end point
e A box of 'treasure' to be collected by the players
e Timer
e Suitable location - in a room or in the hall or outside if there are places to attach things

Build the maze:

e You can wrap the wool around anything like door handles, boxes, furniture, large toys, anything
light enough to anchor the cord or wool.

e Zigzag the wool high and low in your
chosen places.

e Place your 'treasure box' at the maze
finish area but put items of treasure in
different places along the course.

How to play:

e Collect the 'treasure' and arrive at the end
of the ‘laser’ maze without touching the
wool.

e If you touch the wool, start again.

e Time yourself doing this a number of
times or you can compete against a
family member.

e Feet drawn on paper as in the pictures below. Draw enough to make a path (about 12 papers)
e Tape to attach the papers to the floor

e Plenty of space to create the trail
